What are the violence issues?

The World Health Organization defines violence
as the intentional use of physical force or power,
threatened or actual, against oneself, another
person, or against a group or community that
either results in or has a high likelihood of
resulting in injury, death, psychological harm,
mal-development or deprivation. The inclusion
of the word “power”, in addition to the phrase
“use of physical force™, broadens the nature of
a violent act and expands the conventional
understanding of violence to include those acts
that result from a power relationship, including
threats and intimidation. The “use of power”
also serves to include neglect or acts of
omission, in addition to the more obvious violent
acts of commission.
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Domestic Violence

Domestic violence is violence largely between family
members and intimate partners, usually taking place at home
and is defined as the use of force by one person to maintain
power and control over the other. Most often, domestic
violence occurs between intimate partners and not only
includes physical violence, but also verbal and emotional
abuse. Societal attitudes, beliefs, the abuser’s personal
history and desire to control his partner are the greatest
contributing factors to domestic violence.

Child Abuse

Child abuse constitutes all forms of physical and/or
emotional ill-treatment, sexual abuse, neglect or negligent
treatment or commercial or other exploitation, resulting in
actual or potential harm to the child’s health, survival,
development or dignity in the context of a relationship of
responsibility, trust or power.

Human Trafficking

Human trafficking is the recruiting, transporting, transferring,
harboring or receiving persons by means of threat or use of
force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception,
abuse of power or of position, taking advantage of the
vulnerability of the person or the giving or receiving of
payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person
having control over another person for the purpose of
exploitation (UAE Federal Law 51). The phenomenon is
complex, arising from the interaction of poverty, labor
migration, conflict, or political unrest. Trafficking can involve
multiple forms of violence.



Admission Policies
In accordance with our mandate, DFWAC offers services to
women and children victims of violence who are defined by Law
15/2007, which established the Dubai Foundation for Women and
Children. Service provision is defined by the law.

Admissions Criteria:

1. Women and children experiencing any type of abuse or violence.

2. Not in immediate danger of harming yourselves or others
and/or in need for a psychiatric hospitalization.

3. Not infected by a contagious disease.

4. Not male of 12 years or over.
